Marchant Promotes Nature Park

Donates $1,000 to ‘The Coppell 300’

  U. S. Congressman Kenny Marchant gives Bruce Wilcox, treasurer for Friends of Coppell Nature Park, a check for $1,000. The funds are part of FCNP’s effort to construct a Butterfly Garden and Bio-diversity Education Center at Coppell Nature Park.
  The mission of the Bio-Diversity Education Center is to be a unique, adaptable, sustainable facility that will inspire passion for our local and global environment, promote community involvement, and create life-long learning opportunities by incorporating engaging outdoor activities and innovative technologies that will provide fun, hands-on experiences where people of all ages can explore, learn, share and celebrate nature. Water studies, wildlife education, species identification, nature trails, classroom field trips, alternative energy, geology, chemistry, and earth science---all are instructional opportunities that will benefit from this new “green” facility.
  What does Marchant think about the Bio-diversity Education Center? “It’s a tremendous idea,” Marchant said, “especially when our youth will be using nature as a back drop for the study of earth sciences and alternative sources of energy. And, to have it taught and demonstrated in an understandable way makes great sense for our region and nation. As Coppell residents Donna and I are proud to be part of making this project happen.”
  “This aspect of Coppell Nature Park has been seven years in planning,” Wilcox said, “and now that we are in the development stage for the building is an exciting time! The Coppell 300 donations stay in Coppell and will impact our future quality of life.” 
  Marchant and his wife Donna reside in Coppell. They have raised their four children (three sons and one daughter) in District 24. Since taking office in 2005 Marchant has established a reputation as an uncompromising fiscal conservative and taxpayer advocate for his consistent support of tax cuts and a reduction in the size and scope of government. Based on his strong commitment to economic freedom and his consistent record of cutting government spending, Marchant was one of only 52 members of Congress to be recognized by the Club for Growth as a “Defender of Economic Freedom.” And Marchant was one of only 59 members of Congress to receive the Citizens Against Government Waste “Hero of the Taxpayer” award for his strong stand against earmarks and other wasteful government spending.
